


The Club





The club will be known as the Grangemouth Broncos Flag Football Club, the Broncos for short.





The Aims





1.		To allow as wide a number of people of all ages, sizes, both male and female, to play and enjoy the sport of 5-on-5 Flag Football within the rules of the current league ruling body, the Scottish Flag Football Association.





		This will include teams in all of the various age bands, for both sexes together or for male and female teams





		To this end the club will endeavour to provide the following:-





a.	The opportunity to play 5-on-5 Flag Football against teams of a 	comparable standard.





b.		Coaching in the sport of 5-on-5 Flag Football to bring the playing standard of all the members up as high as possible, given the current availability of suitably experienced coaches.





c.		Development of the club coaches within the American Football framework in general





d.		Training facilities throughout the year





e.		As much equipment as is required and funds will allow.





f.		The opportunity for members of the club to meet on social occasions.





2.		To promote the 5-on-5 Flag Football game and the Broncos club in the Forth Valley area and beyond.





3.		When facilities and numbers allow the club will encourage members under the minimum age to practice with the most junior squad. However, younger members will not be encouraged to take part in games without the consent of both the coaching staff and the childs parents.








Club Commitment





The club commits itself to the following:-





		To providing coaching for anyone who wants to participate in Flag Football


		Because there are club members under the age of 16, the club will exercise a duty of care to the minors and children left in the clubs care during training sessions and organised games.








Membership





1.		Membership of the club is open to all irrespective of race, creed or disability.





2.		Playing members of the club must meet the requirements laid down by the league ruling body for whichever squad they turn out for.





3.		In the case of players under the age of 16 their parents or guardians will represent the members interests within the club.





4.		Non playing members should be particularly encouraged, since the teams cannot function without the assistance of club members on the sideline (eg. coaches, officials, fund raisers, etc.).





5.		Parents or guardians of club players under the age of 16 will be afforded membership of the club as representatives of their children.
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Annual General Meetings





1.		Club A.G.M.s will be held during November / December.





2.		All club members should be informed at least two weeks in advance.





3.		Each member should be issued with at least an agenda.





4.		Any member requesting copies of any material due for discussion should receive copies at the last training session before the AGM at the latest.





Committee Meetings





1.		Committee meetings should be held at least once every three months.





2.		Meeting dates will be agreed at the previous meeting and each committee member informed of date, time and place.





3.		Attendance is not compulsory, but apologies should be given for non-attendance.





4.		Committee members not in attendance may not vote.





5.		The minimum number of members required for a Committee meeting will be 50% of the elected committee.








Extraordinary General Meetings





1.		EGMs may be called by any club member with the backing of 30% of the club membership.





2.		All club members should have at least one weeks notice.





3.		Each member should be issued with the date time and place of the meeting plus reasons for calling the meeting.
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Club Fees





1.		Each playing member of the club will pay fees as laid out in the club rules.





2.	 	In all cases the committee has the discretion to reduce or waive membership fees.





3.		All money received by the club will be accounted for at the club AGM.





4.		The club will lodge all funds above a basic float with a bank. All cheques will require the signatures of two committee members.








Constitutional Rules





1.		The club constitution may not be altered without a 2/3rds majority at a full club meeting.





2.		The Club Rules will be held separately and may be changed by a majority at any regular committee meeting. However, all rule changes must be ratified at the next club AGM.
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The Committee





The committee will consist of a minimum of seven club members and a maximum of ten.





The posts will be filled as follows:-





1.	Chairman


The chairman will have one vote plus a casting vote in all club matters.


The chairman will chair all club meetings or will appoint a representative from the committee when unable to attend. That representative will have the casting vote.





2.	Secretary


The secretary will be elected from the club membership.


The secretary will have one vote in all club matters.


The secretary will act as the Data Protection Officer for the club.


The secretary will be responsible for all record keeping within the club.





3.	Treasurer


The treasurer will be elected from the club membership.


The treasurer will be responsible for the maintenance of the club funds.


The treasurer will have one vote in all club matters.





4.	Head Coach


The Head Coach will be appointed by the committee.


The Head Coach will be responsible for appointing the coaching staff ensuring that all are suitably qualified and exercise their “duty of care”.


All coaches will be able to attend committee meetings. However, in committee matters the Head Coach will have the one coaches vote.





5.	Club Manager


The Club Manager will be appointed by the committee for ratification at the next AGM or EGM


The Club Manager will have one vote in committee meetings.
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6.	Club Members


The committee may also have a number of ordinary club members. The number of members will represent 10% of total club membership up to the number making the total number of persons on the committee ten.


Also, if two or more of the above positions are held by one person then ordinary club members will be included to make up the minimum required number on the committee.


Each club member of the committee will have one vote in all club matters.





Each of the above posts will be filled by election at each AGM.


If any committee member resigns their position the committee may co-opt a club member into the post until the next AGM or EGM.


If more than 50% of the committee changes between one AGM and the next, an EGM will be required to re-elect the entire committee.








Conduct





Any member of the club involved in any illegal or controversial activities within the game of Flag Football, or as part of the clubs activities which may bring the name of the club into disrepute may be expelled from the club by the committee without notice.





All such dismissals will have the right of appeal, but will require the support of a 2/3rds majority of the club.
